Benjamin Jacob Genet is one of Florida's most successful real estate investors, and devotes his time to extensive philanthropic activity for the Jewish people and the State of Israel. Thanks
to his generosity, many Israeli students of Ethiopian descent have been able to join the Reichman University family.

Genet was born in Florida in 1961. He spent his last year of high school in Israel. After graduating from college, he went to the University of Miami School of Law, where he earned a J.D.
Genet then set up his law firm dealing with real estate. However, two years later, he decided to change direction and start a new career in real estate, this time as the client and not as a lawyer.

In 1991, Genet founded the Genet Property Group, which owns and manages three million square feet of commercial real estate in South and Central Florida. According to Genet, one of

the secrets to his success is direct honesty. “When I tell someone something, they trust me to do what I say,” he explains. “That gives me an advantage over 95% of the population.”

Alongside his business activities, Genet is involved in public and social projects in the Jewish community of South Florida. He is a member of the Executive Board of Directors of the Jewish
Federation of Broward County and a member of the Board of Directors of Jewish Family Services, an organization that provides for needy families in the community.

Genet emphasizes that “the ability to give makes me feel relevant.” Along with his wife Dorit and their three children — Sarya, Ariana, and Azi, his son-in-law Michael, and his grandson,
Irving Evyatar, he invests his time in meaningful philanthropic activities within his community for the Jewish people and the State of Israel. The couple established a kosher food bank in
Broward County that guarantees the poor access to kosher and healthy food. They donated an ambulance to the One Israel Fund following their son Sarya’s service in the IDE A few months
ago, they inaugurated an auditorium in their name at Ulpanat Oriya at Gush Etzion.

The Genet family’s warm relationship with Reichman University began in 2005 with the establishment of a scholarship fund for Israelis of Ethiopian descent. The idea for the fund came
after Genet's visit to Ethiopia with the Jewish Federation of Broward County, during which he learned about the difficulties experienced by Ethiopian Jews in adapting to modern life in
Israel. In the framework of the fund, over 100 students of Ethiopian descent have received a full scholarship for their studies at Reichman University, as well as a laptop and the opportunity

to participate in internships and tours around the world representing the university.

In 2013, Genet published the book Born Jumping, in which he presented the lessons he learned from his struggles with ADD to inspire others to make their lives more meaningful
and successful.

In appreciation of his significant philanthropic activities for the Jewish community and the State of Israel, in recognition of his contribution to the integration of young Israelis
of Ethiopian descent at Reichman University and Israeli society, and with heartfelt thanks for the Genet family’s friendship with Reichman University,
