MR. JOEY LOW

Businessman and investor Joey Low is a warm and devoted friend of the State of Israel and works tirelessly to improve its image around the world. He is also a true friend of IDC Herzliya
who has made a tremendous contribution to the integration of Ethiopian Israeli students and African refugees on the IDC campus.

Joey and his three sisters were born and raised in New York City by Hannah and Eddy Low, who both fled Europe and came to the United States as refugees. Joey attended the modern-
Orthodox Ramaz School. In 1971, Joey came to Israel to study at the Hebrew University, and during the Yom Kippur War volunteered at Moshav Avigdor. Joey says that it was during this
period that he fell in love with the State of Israel, it becoming an integral part of his identity.

Joey has been investing in the stock markets for the past forty years. In 2012, Joey and his daughter Tanya established the investment incubator Star Farm Ventures, which was created to
invest in and promote Israeli start-ups and help them penetrate the American market in order to show the world Israel’s contribution to the lives of people everywhere. To date, the fund
has invested in dozens of companies, including the success stories WeWork and Taboola.

Joey and his wife Carol who is from Antwerp, Belgium, are very active in the American Jewish community and support Jewish educational institutions. Their four children all attended Jewish
private school, with three of their children currently living in Israel, and their youngest Julia serving in the IDF as an IDF spokesperson. Lately, Joey and his wife, became grandparents to
an Israeli born grandchild.

Over twenty years ago, Joey joined the board of Hillel, the world’s largest Jewish student organization, and was exposed to the shortcomings of Israeli public diplomacy in the face of the
rising anti-Israel sentiment at American universities.

In 2002, following Operation Defensive Shield and in the midst of the second intifada, Joey established the “Israel at Heart” program with the mission of defending Israel on campuses in
the United States and around the world. During its more than twenty years of operation, the program has sent more than a thousand Israeli students representing the spectrum of Israeli
society, including many from IDC Herzliya, to speak at universities in the United States, Europe and South America and meet with their peers to tell their personal stories and relay all of
the positive aspects of Israel which the international media does not convey. The organization also brought prominent Israeli musicians to perform for American college students, such as
Idan Raichel, Ivri Lider, Shotei Hanevua and Hatikva 6. In addition, for three years Joey brought a basketball team made up of mostly IDC players to play division three college teams on
the east coast.

As someone who wishes to contribute to the cultivation of the next generation of Israeli and Jewish leadership, Joey has a deep and long-standing connection with IDC Herzliya. “The first
thing I felt when I came to IDC was that this is what it means to be a Jew and Zionist,” he said. Joey was a member of the Board of Directors of the American Friends of IDC Herzliya, and
together with his wife invested in the transformation of the historic hangar building — where the Israeli Council for Higher Education’s recognition of IDC Herzliya’s academic degrees was
celebrated in 1998 — into the impressive Carol and Joey Joey Lecture Halls.

In 2005, Joey initiated IDC’s Israel at Heart Fellows Program, which provides full scholarships to young Israelis of Ethiopian descent. Every year, dozens of students come to IDC to study
in the framework of the program, with approximately two hundred students having graduated to date.

In 2010, when he heard from IDC Herzliya President and Founder Prof. Uriel Reichman that African refugees wanted to study at IDC, Joey launched a new scholarship program for
refugees and asylum seekers.

In recognition of his enormous dedication to improving Israel’s image in the United States and around the world; of his investment in Israeli entrepreneurship and his role in its

international success; of his continued support of the Ethiopian community and the refugees and asylum seekers in Israel, and the profound humanism and faith that motivate
him; and of his dedicated and long-standing friendship with IDC Herzliya,
