Jennifer and Scott Tobin fulfilled their personal dream and the Zionist vision when they immigrated from the United States to Israel with their children and became social activists and
close friends of Reichman University.

The Tobins grew up in New York - Scott in Great Neck and Jennifer (née Wilen) in West Hempstead. Both come from passionate Zionist families who were active in their local Jewish
communities, and since childhood, Scott and Jennifer believed that they would ultimately live in the State of Israel.

Jennifer and Scott first met at Brandeis University in Massachusetts. Scott majored in Islamic and Middle Eastern Studies with a concentration in International Relations; Jennifer majored
in Neuroscience and minored in Philosophy. The two also spent time studying at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.

They embarked on impressive career paths after completing their studies. Jennifer engaged in clinical research, focusing on Alzheimer’s disease and healthy aging. Prior to entering venture
capital, Scott worked for a start-up software company. In 1997 he joined the American investment firm Battery Ventures.

In his role as Senior Partner at Battery Ventures, Scott invests in a variety of fields including IT infrastructure, materials science, application software, media, and financial services. He
invests in promising companies in the United States, Europe and Israel, and has appeared several times on "Forbes" magazine’s prestigious Midas List, which ranks the top venture capitalists
in the world.

In 2008, Scott was sent to expand Battery’s presence in Israel, and the couple took advantage of the opportunity to fulfill their dream and immigrate to Israel with their children. Their eldest
son, Benjamin, a graduate of the Mechina in Eli served in the IDF’s Combat Intelligence Corps; Coby, a graduate of the Mechina in Atzmona, served in the Paratrooper Brigade; Avi, also
a graduate of the Mechina in Atzomona, serves in the Givati Brigade; and Zachary is about to graduate high school and will study in the Mechina in Yatir prior to enlisting in the IDE The
couple’s youngest son, now a 7th grade student, was born in Israel and is named Eitan.

Jennifer and Scott made it their goal to help Israel expand its role as a significant contributor to the international community. The couple are actively engaged in philanthropic and community
initiatives through various social impact organizations. They are among the founders of Maoz, a network of leaders from all sectors of Israeli society who collaborate to promote initiatives
and solutions to benefit Israeli citizens. In addition, Scott is a member of the Board of Directors of Keshet, Israel’s first donor advised fund, that provides a new model for philanthropic
giving. In 2016 Scott received the Nefesh B'Nefesh Bonei Zion Prize, awarded to immigrants who have helped better Israel and who encapsulate the spirit of modern-day Zionism.

An especially moving initiative led by the Tobins was the creation of a prayer for parents of soldiers drafted into the IDF, an idea they came up with after their son Coby’s enlistment and
which was realized in collaboration with Rabbi David Stav and the Tzohar organization. The prayer, which has been translated into English, Russian, French, Spanish, Amharic and Arabic,
expresses a parent’s plea for blessings and protection of their children as they serve their country.

Scott and Jennifer Tobin are dear friends of Reichman University. Their most prominent contribution to-date has been the establishment of the Scojen Institute for Synthetic Biology at
Reichman University. The Scojen Institute, under the direction of Prof. Yossi Shacham, will engage in the research and development of innovative technologies in the developing field of

synthetic biology, which combines molecular biology with advanced engineering. The institute will aim to make Israel a world leader in the field.

In recognition of the example they have set in fulfilling the Zionist vision by building a home for their family in the State of Israel, and of their extensive philanthropic activity
for the betterment of Israeli society; and with deep gratitude for their true friendship and continued support of Reichman University,
