HAYA AND NEHEMIAH LEMELBAUM

Haya and Nehemiah Lemelbaum are involved in a variety of philanthropic activities, centered around the commemoration of the memory of their beloved daughter Ella, 2’1, who passed
away at a young age. Among their generous contributions is a scholarship fund at Reichman University, established two decades ago.

Nehemiah was born in Buenos Aires 79 years ago, and immigrated to Israel at the age of 15. During the Six Day War, Nehemiah was wounded and recognized as an IDF Disabled Veteran.
While pursuing a degree in mathematics at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, he met Haya Halachmi, who was born in Jerusalem. The two married in1969 and moved to Tel Aviv, where
they live to this day. The couple had two children — Ella and Yaron.

From 1967 to 1976, Nehemiah worked in the Israel Postal Company which later became “Bezeq,” and led the implementation of the first advanced computer system that was used to operate
the information systems for the telephone company and the postal bank. Later, Nehemiah joined Contahal, where he established a new division for information systems development and
was later appointed CEO of the company.

In 1985, Nehemiah joined Amdocs, which provided information systems to the telephone directory industry. He was one of the founders of the company’s high-tech unit and managed the
company’s branch in the United States. Later, Nehemiah established the billing and customer relationship management departments for international communications giants, contributing
to Amdocs becoming a public international company. Nehemiah was a member of Amdocs’s Board of Directors until 2014.

Haya completed a master’s degree in communications at Webster University in Missouri during the family’s stay in the United States for Nehemiah’s work. She also worked as a producer
for television stations in the United States and at Israel’s Herzliya Studios. Haya has served as a director and shareholder at Israel’s Channel 12 for nearly twenty years; the channel, which
has its own independent news company, has become the country’s most popular and influential television station.

In 2000, the couple lost their daughter Ella, z”l, who passed away at the age of 28 after a battle with melanoma. Following this tragedy, Haya and Nehemiah embarked on extensive
philanthropic activities to commemorate her memory. In 2003, the couple established the Ella Lemelbaum Institute for Immuno-Oncology at Sheba Medical Center at Tel Hashomer,

in accordance with Ella’s will, in which she requested that research be conducted on the disease that cut her life short. Haya and Nehemiah continue to fund the institute, which treats the
majority of Israeli patients with metastatic melanoma, and has gained earned a global reputation for its excellence and contribution to science and patient care. Over the years, thousands
of children and adults have received unique life-saving treatments at the institute.

Ella, 2”1, was a talented singer, who wrote and composed songs in English and Hebrew and dreamed of a career in Israel and around the world. She had been working on her first album,
with Haya accompanying her as her personal manager, but her sudden death cut her dream short. By the time Ella’s songs were played on the radio, she was no longer here to hear them.
In 2003, Haya and Nehemiah funded the re-establishment of "Mooma", Keshet’s music website, which presents a diverse encyclopedia of Israeli music, as well as Ella’s songs and life story.
The opening ceremony of the restored site took place at Reichman University, and one of Ella’s songs is etched in stone near the entrance gate to the university.

This is not the Lemelbaum family’s only connection with the university, however. Twenty years ago, Haya and Nehemiah established the Ella Lemelbaum Fund, which provides scholarships
to young people facing financial difficulties to enable them to acquire an academic education and build their future. In addition, the couple’s son Yaron, a businessman and talented film

director and editor, holds a bachelor’s degree in computer science from Reichman University.

As a sign of appreciation for their ongoing diverse philanthropic activities in memory of their daughter Ella Lemelbaum 2”1, and with heartfelt appreciation and gratitude for their
warm and long-standing friendship with Reichman University and their generous support through the scholarship fund created in Ella’s memory,
