GALIA MAOR

Galia Maor, the outgoing chief executive officer of Bank Leumi Le-Israel and
director of Bank Leumi Le-Israel (Switzerland), has been a key figure in the Israeli
capital market for the last few decades. As the official responsible for initiating
and implementing groundbreaking financial processes as well as a partner in
making pivotal decisions in the capital market, Galia Maor made her mark on
the business sector.

Galia Maor is a graduate of the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, where
she earned a bachelor’s degree in economics and statistics and a master’s degree
in business administration. Her unique aptitude was already evident at the
beginning of her career at the Bank of Israel, where she fulfilled various roles,
including supervisor of banks and senior director. She subsequently served as an
advisor to the World Bank in Turkey and Romania, and as chairperson of the
Kibbutz Arrangement headquarters. In 1991, she became the deputy executive
director of Bank Leumi Le-Israel. Since 1995, until recently, she has served as the
bank’s chief executive.

Under Galia Maor’s leadership, Bank Leumi flourished and prospered,
doubling its revenues. Her remarkable success is attributed to comprehensive
strategic planning with a focus on the bank’s profitability alongside her exceptional
relationship with the bank’s employees. In January 2012, Galia Maor announced
her intention to resign as Bank Leumi’s CEO.

Throughout the years, Galia Maor also has served as a chairperson and board
member of many public institutions. In addition to her business and public
activities, she has donated her time and energy to an array of community service
activities.
