
One of the visionary pioneers who founded the Interdisciplinary Center
Herzliya, Eli Landau is a prominent public figure in the City of Herzliya
and Israel.

A former career officer who rose to the rank of major in the Israel Defense
Forces’ Paratroopers and went on to become an author and a military
correspondent for the Ma’ariv newspaper, Eli Landau has written extensively
about Israel’s military history. He has held senior positions in Israel’s public
sector. Eli Landau is the Chairman of the Board of Directors of the Israel
Electric Company and spearheaded its transition to the use of natural gas
in electricity production.

During his three terms as the Mayor of Herzliya, Eli Landau built Herzliya
into a flourishing modern city that is home to leading high-tech companies,
diplomats from around the world, and residents who enjoy a high quality
of life. Under his careful guidance, the Herzliya landscape grew to include
a world-class marina, an advanced industrial zone, and expansive sports
facilities. He demonstrated interest in Herzliya’s past by promoting
archaeological excavations on the cliffs of Herzliya, at what has become the
Apollonia (Arsuf) National Park, and concern for its future by his dedication
to education, the peak of which was his instrumental role in the establishment
of IDC Herzliya. His enthusiastic support for the concept of creating a new
type of academy in Israel led to the establishment of IDC Herzliya at the
site of a former military base in the city during his tenure as mayor.

In recognition of his outstanding contribution to the City of Herzliya, the
future of the State of Israel and the Jewish People, and the Interdisciplinary
Center Herzliya, Eli Landau is hereby named an
