MR. BARUCH IVCHER

The life story of Baruch Ivcher, an extraordinary Israeli businessman and well-known public figure in Peru, is one of courage and hope. His great contribution to Israeli society has been felt

even from afar.

Baruch Ivcher was born in 1940 in Hadera. He completed his military service in the IDF’s Signal Corps. In 1967, he graduated from the Hebrew University of Jerusalem Law School,
qualified as a lawyer, and opened a small firm in his hometown. Ivcher is married to Neomy and they have four daughters — Dafna, Michal, and twins Hadas and Tal.

In 1970, Ivcher accepted a two-year business opportunity in Peru, and remained there to this day. In 1984, he received Peruvian citizenship. At the outset of his business career in Peru, he

opened a small factory, and shortly thereafter established “Beit Baruch,” which hosted Israeli backpackers.

After his business began to prosper, Ivcher turned his interest toward investing in the media industry. By the early 1990s, he was the owner of the second-largest television channel in Peru.
As a warrior for freedom of expression, Baruch Ivcher supported his station’s reporters when they exposed government corruption and the leaders’ involvement in drug trafficking. In an
attempt to silence the television station, the Peruvian dictatorial regime began a campaign of persecution against Ivcher, including claims of treason, which carry a death penalty. In 1997,

the regime revoked his citizenship and seized his assets and businesses.

During this period, Ivcher resided in Herzliya and Miami, and won the support of the US Congress and European ofhicials for his heroic stance in the fight for freedom of expression. Years
later, Baruch Ivcher won a lawsuit against the Peruvian government in the Inter-American Court of Human Rights in Costa Rica. After the fall of the Peruvian regime and the President’s
exile from the country, Ivcher returned to Peru, regaining his citizenship and property. Upon his return, Ivcher received expressions of support and appreciation by many, including tens of

thousands of citizens who marched in a rally in his honor, carrying huge pictures of him in their hands.

Since 1963, Baruch Ivcher has been a true friend to Prof. Uriel Reichman, the founding president and chairman of the board of directors of Reichman University. In its early days, Ivcher
demonstrated his support and belief in the fledgling institution by generously establishing the Ivcher Auditorium, which remains the largest auditorium on the Reichman University campus
today. In 2015, another major structure was established at Reichman University thanks to his contribution — the Baruch Ivcher School of Psychology. Then, in 2019, the Baruch Ivcher

Institute for Brain, Cognition and Technology was launched, with the mission of conducting advanced research on the brain’s sensory centers and brain mapping, plasticity and rehabilitation.
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Baruch Ivcher is active in the Israeli business world, owns factories throughout South America, distributes Hollywood movies in Peru, and even imports the Israeli fuel management

system Dalkan 2000 to Peru.

With business ventures spanning the globe, Ivcher has always maintained a warm place in his heart for contributing to Israeli society. Two years ago, the Beit Lessin Theater in Tel Aviv, one
of Israel’s leading cultural institutions, was renamed in his honor in light of his generous contribution to the theater and the Tel Aviv Foundation. He has also contributed to other cultural

enterprises and to an organization that fights corruption in Israeli society.

As a demonstration of appreciation for his contribution to Israeli education, culture and society; for his involvement in promoting business and freedom of expression; and his
efforts to fight government corruption in Peru, and for his friendship and support of Reichman University since its inception,
