HANOCH BARTOV

One of Israel’s most renowned writers, Hanoch Bartov is an acclaimed novelist,
playwright and journalist.

Born in Palestine to new immigrants, he was educated in a religious
elementary school and the Achad Haam gymnasium; and was trained as a
diamond polisher and welder.

Fiercely patriotic, at age thirteen he joined the Haganah, and in 1943 at
age seventeen he joined the Palestine Regiment of the British Army, serving for
three years as a medic in the Jewish Brigade. Following the war he completed
his studies in history and sociology at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.

Hanoch Bartov’s illustrious career includes a period as editor and columnist
for LaMerchav, two years as the cultural attaché of the Israeli embassy in London
and twenty years as a columnist for Israel’s daily newspaper Maariv.

He has published 23 novels, collections of short stories and travel diaries, as
well as collections of essays and a biography of David Elazar, IDF Chief of Staff
during the Yom Kippur War. His books have won numerous awards and have
been translated into several languages.

Among the many prestigious awards he has received are the Bialik Prize, the
President's Prize for Literature and the Buchman Prize. In 2006 he received the
Agnon Prize for his novel, Terminal Innocence. In 2007 he received the Prime
Minister’s Prize and in 2008, the ACUM Prize for Life Achievement. He also
holds an honorary doctorate from Tel Aviv University in 2005.

In recognition of his outstanding patriotism and contribution to Israeli
culture and society, the future of the State of Israel and the Jewish People
