PROF. BRIGADIER GENERAL (RES.) YITSHAK KREISS

Prof. Brigadier General (Res.) Yitshak Kreiss is the director of the Chaim Sheba Medical Center at Tel Hashomer, an expert in internal medicine and health systems management, the former
surgeon general of the IDF, and one of the world’s leading experts in disaster and emergency medicine.

Yitshak Kreiss was born in 1965 in Ramat Gan and grew up near Sheba Medical Center. His mother Ziva, a native of Iran, worked at Sheba for about forty years and his father Shimon,
2’1, a Holocaust survivor from Poland, was a firefighter in Ramat Gan. Prof. Kreiss chose medicine thanks to his mother’s love for her work at Sheba. At the age of 18, he joined the IDF’s
Academic Reserve (“Aruda”) program and completed his medical studies at the Hebrew University. He later pursued a Master in Health Administration at Tel Aviv University and a Master
in Public Administration from Harvard University, as part of the Wexner Foundation Program.

For three decades, Prof. Kreiss served in the IDF in field positions in special forces units and the General Staff, including as the medical officer of the Paratroopers Brigade, chief medical
officer of the Southern Command, head of the Planning Division of the IDF Planning Directorate, and IDF surgeon general. As the surgeon general, he initiated and led “My Brother’s
Keeper” — the flagship project of the Medical Corps — which was successfully implemented in Operation Protective Edge, reducing the mortality rate on the battlefield.

In 2016, Prof. Kreiss was appointed as director general of Sheba Medical Center. Under his leadership, Sheba was named one of the best hospitals in the world for three years in a row (2019,
2020 and 2021) by Newsweek magazine — the only Israeli hospital to make the top ten.

When the COVID-19 pandemic broke out, Sheba Medical Center, led by Prof. Kreiss, spearheaded Israel’s battle against the virus. Among other things, Sheba established the first coronavirus
ward in the country, conducted groundbreaking studies, started the national vaccination campaign, and implemented plans to get Israel back into routine.

His vision for the establishment of “Israel’s City of Health” was conceived out of his understanding of the need to adopt an innovative approach to healthcare in the face of future challenges,
with an emphasis on reducing disparities and promoting medical innovation.

Prof. Kreiss is an associate professor in the Department of Internal Medicine at Tel Aviv University’s School of Medicine; an adjunct clinical associate professor of military medicine at the
Hebrew University of Jerusalem’s Faculty of Medicine; one of the heads of IDC Herzliya's MBA program in Healthcare Innovation, and a visiting professor at the Florida Atlantic University
School of Business.

Prof. Kreiss has extensive experience in international humanitarian aid and disaster relief. In 1999, he commanded a medical unit in the IDF mission to provide aid to Albanian refugees in
Kosovo; in 2004, he commanded a team in an operation to rescue the wounded in a terrorist attack in Taba, and in 2010 he set up an IDF Medical Corps field hospital for earthquake victims
in Haiti. As surgeon general of the IDE he initiated and led in 2013 the campaign to provide aid to the victims of the Syrian civil war, in the framework of which thousands of wounded
were treated in Israel. In 2016, he founded the Israel Center for Disaster Medicine and Humanitarian Response at the Sheba Medical Center. In recognition of his extensive humanitarian
relief efforts, he received the Dr. Jean Mayer Global Citizenship Award in 2013.

In 2018, he was ranked fifth in 7he Marker newspaper’s listing of the 100 most influential Israelis, and in 2019-2020, he was included in 7he Jerusalem Posts list of the 50 most influential
Jews in the world.

“Prof. Kreiss has taken it upon himself to lead the medical center and indeed the entire public health system into the future of medicine with innovative and revolutionary technologies.
Prof. Kreiss does not think one year ahead, but at least ten years ahead,” 7he Marker wrote in explaining its choice.

Prof. Kreiss is married to Inbal, head of Innovation at the Systems, Missiles and Space Division of Israeli Aerospace Industries. The couple has three children and a granddaughter.

In recognition of his dedicated service to the State of Israel and of his leadership and tremendous and unique contribution to the advancement of the Israeli public health system; for
his formulation and realization of the vision of the City of Health and his role in shaping the future of medicine, and for his driven and inspirational partnership with IDC Herzliya,
