Reichman University Self Protection Instructions

General:

1.1 Instructions:

Upon hearing the sound of an explosion or a siren blast or instructions issued over
the public address system, the following instructions are to be followed:

Those people inside a building: Immediately enter into a protected space or into an
internal room, as far away as possible from doorways, windows and external walls.

Those people outside of a building: Enter into a stairwell or press close to a wall or
to cover.

Those people traveling in a vehicle: Stop and exit the vehicle and enter into a
stairwell or press close to a nearby wall 7 cover and lie down on the floor.

1.2 Those people in buildings that are not defined as being protected, are instructed to get
to protected spaces in accordance with the following allocation:

The protected space will be signposted accordingly. In addition, direction signs
will be hung that will indicate the way to the nearest protected space throughout
the Reichman University campus.

Fire extinguishing stations, that contain portable equipment to handle small fires,
are dispersed throughout the Reichman University campus.

Upon the detection of a fire in the building in which you are present, the building
is to be rapidly evacuated and those present in the building be moved outside.

The Fire Extinguishing Self Protection Team from the Maintenance Dept. will be
called out and rushed to the scene and will commence fire extinguishing actions
and continue until the Fire Dept. arrives.

When instructions are issued over the public address system, or as required, there
1s a possibility of locking classroom doors from the inside (a butterfly lock fitted
over the lock or by means of a bolt).

Medical equipment as required (Medics Kit and Stretcher) are found in the Arison
- Lauder, ofer — Arazi, sustainability & low and the economic & psycholgy
buildings, in the Janitor’s room.

There is medical equipment, as required and, in additional, a standard resuscitation
kit is located at the Guard’s Hut at the main entrance gate to the Reichman
University.
