e TOEFL (if applicable): Exchange/ Visiting
students must have a minimum of 80 IBT, 9
Essential or 6.5 IELTS. Upload a clear image of
the unexpired proficiency score. Stony Brook
University does not accept MyBest scores.

e Home University Transcripts: Upload a clear
image of your home university transcripts.

On campus housing is guaranteed and arranged for
all exchange and visiting students. No application or
deposit is required. Students will stay in one of six
resident facilities, each with computing and fitness
centers and within walking distance of their classes.

Students are required to obtain a J-1 visa. Stony Brook
University’s Visa and Immigration Services Office will
contact J-1 students to apply for the DS-2019 form.

In order to maintain their J-1 status, students must be
enrolled in a minimum of 12 U.S. credits per semester.
A minimum of 9 credits must be in-person and a
maximum of 3 credits can be taken online.

To be eligible for a Form DS-2019, exchange visitors must provide adequate proof of

liquid funds that meet or exceed the estimated educational and living expenses for the
first academic year. Exchange visitors will be given a letter from their SBU Coordinator
indicating their tuition waiver. This letter can be used during the Form DS-2019 request
process. Fee-paying students will be subject to pay out-of-state tuition
