Barak Regev, the managing director of Google Israel and a passionate technologist, is one of the most prominent voices in the Israeli high-tech industry and a partner of Reichman University
in training the next generations of the start-up nation.

Regev, who holds bachelor’s and master’s degrees in business from California State University at Northridge, is an active member of the advisory boards of several start-up companies.
Regev is also involved in a number of non-profit organizations; he has served for five years as a member of the board of directors of Educating for Excellence, which strives to create equal
opportunities for children and youth in the periphery.

Regev began his journey in high-tech in 1999, when he worked as the sales and marketing manager for the e-commerce start-up ECU. A year later, he moved to the start-up Attunity, a
provider of data management solutions, where he successfully managed the company’s sales in Israel, Greece and Turkey.

Between 2004 and 2010, Regev held senior positions at Microsoft Israel; under his leadership, the company became the leading software provider for Israeli government ministries and the
public sector. Regev managed Microsoft Israel’s social enterprise, which puts an emphasis on giving back to the community.

Barak Regev joined Google Israel in 2010. His first role was as regional manager of Google Enterprise for emerging markets in Europe, the Middle East and Africa (EMEA). After two years,
he transferred to Google’s headquarters in London and established the company’s cloud platform business unit in EMEA. Cloud computing quickly became a success story, with impressive
performances in sales and business development, inspiring the company’s cloud operations around the world.

Regev has served as the managing director of Google Israel since May 2017. In parallel, he is a member of Google’s management team for the emerging markets of the EMEA region. Under
his leadership, the company is making efforts to integrate disadvantaged populations such as women, Arabs, and the ultra-Orthodox into the Israeli high-tech sector. Today, the majority of
senior management positions at Google Israel are held by women. As one of the key figures in Israeli high-tech, Regev has voiced his support for open competition in the Israeli technology
market. He has succeeded in obtaining the support of Google’s global management in recognizing Israel’s potential as a start-up nation, investing $25 million to increase opportunities in
Israel’s high-tech sector for underrepresented groups including Arabs, the ultra-Orthodox, women, and residents of the periphery, and in tripling Google’s investments in Israel.

In 2022, Google Israel, under Barak Regev’s leadership, joined forces with Reichman University to establish the Google and Reichman Tech School. The school provides high-quality
professional training that combines academic studies and experience in the industry. Its aim is to provide everyone with an equal opportunity to join the Israeli high-tech industry based on

their personal skills, with an emphasis on disadvantaged populations that are underrepresented in Israeli high-tech.

In appreciation of his contribution to accelerating Israel’s position as a leader in the global technology arena, his remarkable efforts to integrate disadvantaged and underrepresented
populations in the Israeli high-tech industry, and his dedicated partnership with Reichman University,
