PROF. YORAM (JERRY) WIND

Prof. Yoram (Jerry) Wind is a world-renowned expert on management and marketing and one of the founders of IDC Herzliya. He has been a true friend and partner in IDC Herzliya’s
activities since the day it was established.

Prof. Wind was born in Haifa on March 27, 1938. After completing his bachelor’s and master’s degrees at the Hebrew University, he went on to pursue a doctorate at Stanford University
in 1963. Upon graduation he joined the Wharton School at the University of Pennsylvania.

Over the course of five decades, Prof. Wind led innovations at the Wharton School. He was the founding editor of Wharton School Publishing, established the Wharton Executive MBA
program, and was the Founding Director of the Joseph H. Lauder Institute of Management and International Studies and as the founding director of the Wharton International Forum.
Prof. Wind established the SEI Center for Advanced Studies in Management and headed it for three decades. He spearheaded the development of Wharton’s international strategy, was
the first academic director of the Wharton Fellows Program, and served as the founding director of the Wharton Future of Advertising Program, designed to encourage innovation and
widespread positive impact of advertising.

Prof. Wind, who is the Lauder Professor Emeritus and Professor of Marketing, led the redesign of the MBA curriculum at Wharton, which for the last three decades has been ranked among
the top 3 world's leading MBA programs. He has taught courses on Marketing Strategy, Marketing Methods, Marketing Research and Models for Business Consulting, Creativity, and
Interactive Marketing in the Age of the Empowered Consumer.

Prof. Wind’s main areas of research include creativity and innovation, the future of marketing and advertising, marketing-driven business strategy, and the establishing of a creative organization.
He has published 30 books and more than 300 research papers, articles, monographs and chapters. Over the course of his prolific career, he has served as the editor-in-chief of the journal
of Marketing and has been a guest editor for all the leading marketing journals. Prof.

Prof. Wind has served as a consultant to more than a hundred companies, as well as on the advisory boards of start-ups, non-profit organizations, and university programs. He is a member
of a number of professional associations and serves as a trustee at the Philadelphia Museum of Art, the Curtis Institute of Music, and Grounds for Sculpture in New Jersey. Prof. Wind has
received several prestigious academic awards, including the top four awards in the field of marketing in the United States .Wind was elected as one of the first 10 legends of marketing and
"Sage publications" published a series of 8 books of his writings. More recently he was elected to the marketing hall of fame.

At the outset of IDC Herzliya’s establishment, Prof. Wind helped immensely with shaping the institution’s vision, goals and educational philosophy, devoting his time and expertise to IDC’s
academic development. As Chairman of IDC Herzliya’s International Advisory Board and Higher Academic Committee, Prof. Wind has helped establish relationships with institutions of
higher learning around the world, while also contributing to the growth of the American Friends of IDC Herzliya.

For his groundbreaking academic achievements and for being one of the world’s leading marketing scholars; for his tremendous contribution to the development of the
academic discipline of marketing; and for his early and longstanding support which helped turn IDC Herzliya into Israel’s first private university and one of the country’s

leading academic institutions,
