DR. SHARON ALROY-PREIS

Dr. Sharon Alroy-Preis, head of Public Health Services at the Israeli Ministry of Health, serves as the ministry’s senior professional directing policy on outbreaks of infectious diseases, health
promotion, Tipat Halav centers (well-child clinics), business licensing, food service, and more. Throughout the COVID-19 pandemic, together with the director-general of the Ministry
of Health and the “coronavirus czar,” she guided the management of the pandemic; she played a key role in heading the vaccine campaign that began during the virus’s third wave, and in
leading the world’s first data analysis indicating the necessity of a booster shot due to the waning effectiveness of the vaccine over time.

Dr. Alroy-Preis was born in Haifa in 1973, the daughter of Prof. Gideon Alroy, and Dr. Hana Nisman-Alroy, both specialists in internal medicine. Dr. Alroy-Preis is married to Meir, whom
she met during her medical studies, and the two have four sons.

Dr. Alroy-Preis enlisted in the IDF Medical Corps, and upon her release began her medical studies at the Technion, where she graduated with honors. She then completed an internship
with distinction at Rambam Hospital in Haifa, and in 2002 commenced an internship in internal medicine at Carmel Medical Center in Haifa, where she served in the department of
internal medicine for five years.

In 2007, Dr. Alroy-Preis moved to the United States, where she completed a combined fellowship at Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center in New Hampshire — a fellowship program in
infectious diseases together with a Leadership Preventive Medicine Residency (LPMR), which emphasizes systemic vision and quality improvement. In the framework of her fellowship, Dr.
Alroy-Preis earned a Master of Public Health from Dartmouth College.

Upon completion of her MPH and combined fellowship, Dr. Alroy-Preis was selected for the position of state epidemiologist for the New Hampshire Department of Health and Human
Services. As part of the role, she served as a senior advisor on infectious diseases in the state, and conducted an investigation into the outbreak of the Hepatitis C virus at Exeter Hospital in
May 2012. Dr. Alroy-Preis also developed a strategic plan for the Department of Health, as well as an information-sharing system for public health indicators.

Following her tenure in New Hampshire, Dr. Alroy-Preis returned to Israel and rejoined the Carmel Medical Center as a senior physician in the Infectious Diseases and Prevention
Department, and received recognition as an expert in public health in Israel. In 2015, she was chosen to establish the hospital’s quality and patient safety system, and successfully led the
institution through the JCI International Accreditation process. In 2018, she was appointed deputy CEO of the hospital, and among other things was responsible for the operating rooms,
along with continuing to be responsible for the quality and safety division.

Between the years 2017-2019, Dr. Alroy-Preis participated in the INBAR Healthcare Management Program, a joint initiative of the Ministry of Health and the organization “Maoz” to
promote leadership in the public health system. As part of the program, she completed an MBA, with honors, from Tel Aviv University, as well as a specialization in healthcare administration.
In July 2020, at the height of the second wave of the coronavirus pandemic in Israel, Dr. Alroy-Preis was asked by then-Director General of the Ministry of Health, Prof. Hezi Levy, to take
the reins as head of Public Health Services at the ministry, a position which was made permanent in November 2020 after she won a tender for the role.

In a short period of time, Dr. Alroy-Preis became one of the most prominent Israeli figures dealing with COVID-19, appearing on television news programs daily and representing the Ministry of
Health in crucial discussions in the government and in Knesset committees. In September 2021, Dr. Alroy-Preis presented the results of the Israeli booster vaccination campaign to the advisory panel of
the US Food and Drug Administration (FDA), and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). Over the course of the pandemic, she co-wrote about 20 articles presenting the world with

professional data to help manage the crisis, in light of the experience gained by Israel. In the last two years, she has been selected by a number of bodies as one of the most influential women in the country.

In recognition of her extensive public health efforts in Israel and the United States; in appreciation of her vital and committed role in the fight against COVID-19 over the past
two years; and for being an example and role model in the fulfillment of her public health mission with uncompromising honesty, professionalism, and courage, even in the face
of relentless opposition and personal attacks,
